Please use a permanent marker to label the following items with your child's name. 
1 plastic shoebox just large enough (7” max)  to hold the following: (We cannot accommodate 
big art boxes!) 
1 box of 24 crayons 
2 boxes pencil top erasers 
1 roll scotch tape 
1 pair of children's scissors 
24 No. 2 pencils  (wooden pencils preferred!) 
1 16-color set of watercolor paints 
1 set of watercolor brushes in a variety of sizes 
1 box of 8 washable markers 
1 box of colored pencils 
1 pkg. of dry erase markers/PER TERM / or as needed for use on our personal dry erase boards                                          
 (recommended: markers with built-in erasers on the cap) 
 3 large glue sticks 
zippered pencil bag (at least 10” long) 
8 composition notebooks 
1- 1 ½ binder 
 
Other items that need to be labeled with your child's name that will NOT be in the art box above: 
Lunch container 
Sturdy book bag or backpack that will fit in student lockers 
1 12-inch ruler (with cm markings too) 
2 pocket folders of your choice  (one for Library, one for on-going assignments) 
1 clipboard with a large clip 
Painting smock or shirt with name on it 
Headphones (no earbuds) for the computer lab

1 - 1" 3-ring binder with lined writing paper and (4) pocket dividers (label the binder "World Languages") 
1 - Language dictionary (from Barnes and Noble = Langenscheidt Spanish-English / English-Spanish for 
the Spanish students OR Langenscheidt German-English / English-German for the German students, 
PLEASE DO NOT SUBSTITUTE)

Other items that do not need to be labeled:
